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Fair Use analysis - by the numbers:

* Gordon: 0:00 - 0:43 (43 sec)

* Style: 0:43 - 1:05 (22 sec)

* Britney: 1:05 - 1:48 (43 sec)

GMF-vs-SHG: 1:48 - 2:48 (60 sec)

* Gordon: 2:48 - 2:58 (10 sec)

* Style: 2:58 - 3:24 (26 sec)

Totals: 204 sec.

3:24 = 3x60 + 24 = 180 + 24 = 204 -- check.

FAIR USE analysis: (rounded to nearest 0.5%)

* Gordon: 43 + 10 = 53 sec  = 26%

* Style = 22 + 26 = 48 sec  = 23.5%

* Britney = 43 sec = 21%

* GMF-vs-SHG = 60 sec =  29.5% (or 15% each)

Totals: 26 + 23.5 + 21 + 29.5 = 100.0% check.

Conclusion: I do not violate Fair Use, since no one work is anywhere near 50%, and I include each small snippet as part of an overall commentary, criticis, and parody of Star Trek, and various songs.
