Just as Rupert Murdoch and his son, James, were scheduled to testify before British lawmakers about illegal News Corp. phone-hacking there was an unexplained death of Sean Hoare, the whistleblower who blew the lid on this scam –when he was the first named journalist to allege that Andy Coulson (former News of the World editor) was aware of phone hacking by his staff.

>> The official cause of death was drinking, but the timing was a might-bit odd. <<

Nevada notary Tracy Lawrence, the notary public who blew the whistle on the massive 2011 foreclosure fraud scheme, involving Lender Processing Services, was found dead the very day she was set to be sentenced for a single count of misdemeanor fraud, and would have no more than a year's jail time and fine of $2,000.oo for her guilty plea to notarizing the signature of a person not in her presence. >> The official cause of death was 'suicide,' but considering that she was set to cooperate with prosecutors in the LPS case, regarding how she notarized 25,000 fraudulent documents for LPS, the timing was a might-bit odd: 1 year of jail + a $2,000.oo fine isn't sufficient punishment to make one want to kill themselves. <<

Lastly, it's common knowledge that a whole bunch of scientists and environmental activists (11 or 12 by last count) tied to the BP oil spill have turned up dead or missing. Statistically speaking, it is very unlikely that this many activists and scientists would suddenly wind up dead within a year of the disaster—plus there is motive galore: BP has agreed to settle for $4 Billion (that's 4 thousand millions) in the April 2010 oil spill disaster.
